2010 – 2011 School Year Information Guide

(Please separate this sheet from the registration form and keep it for your records.)

· Additional ice – If you’ve registered for at least one full day of ice, there are two options for buying additional ice – register for one or more segments of an additional day or purchase a walk-on pass:
· Register for one or more segments of an additional day:  
· The season is divided into three segments of three months each (Sept – Nov; Dec – Feb; Mar – May).    The payment for each segment reflects the number of hours, for each respective day, during that segment.
· If you’ve registered for one full day of ice, you may purchase any segments of the other club days without being responsible for the full-year cost of the other days.   
· No partial segment registrations – you must register for and pay for entire segment.
· Registration for additional segments is subject to availability (for safety). 

· Walk-ons

· Full and Associate Club Members (no minimum requirement, single walk-ons are acceptable):  
· 2 hour session (1hr. 50 min. on ice):  $32 
· 1 hour session (55 minutes on ice):  $16
· All walk-on fees MUST be paid before a skater takes the ice.
· All walk-ons are subject to availability – we must limit number of skaters on the ice at any session for safety.  Walk-ons will be sold on a first-come, first-served basis.  In general there shouldn’t be a problem, but please keep this in mind when coming to the rink for a walk-on.


· Make-up sessions – Each skater will be allowed 4 make-up sessions per year for each day of ice purchased.  

· Make-ups will be tracked at the rink via a punch-card.

· Make-ups are subject to availability – we must limit number of skaters on the ice at any session for safety.  Make-ups will be sold on a first-come, first-served basis.  In general there shouldn’t be a problem, but please keep this in mind when coming to the rink for a walk-on.


· Ice Safety & Etiquette:  Safety is a critical issue, and each skater must contribute to a safe environment by being aware of where they and others are on the ice at all times.  Refer to the detailed Ice Etiquette and Safety Guideline for specific guidelines about right of way, priority for music, harness use, etc.

· Fundraising Requirement – Each family is expected to participate in fundraising efforts at a level of $75 benefit to the club.  Alternatively, a $75 buy-out payment is required in the absence of fundraising participation.  If you have two skaters in the club the fundraising requirement is $100 for the family. For fundraising over the level of $100 benefit to the club, skater personally receives 50% of the benefit over $100 to be used ONLY in lieu of ice cost payments.

Volunteer Requirement – The club requires volunteers for a number of events and initiatives throughout the year, including test sessions, competitions, shows, fundraising, etc.  At a minimum, each family is required to volunteer for one of the club’s three main initiatives:  Fall Test Session, Winter Ice Show, Spring Ice Show, Spring Test Session.   

· Ice monitors – Ice monitors are needed at each club session to sign in skaters, play music, manage punch cards, etc.  A $5 credit toward future ice cost will be granted for each two-hour session ice monitor duties are performed.  Every member must sign up for at least two club sessions.  A sign-up list is available, and detailed instructions will be provided for these duties.  


· Coaching – Although the Board approves each coach on staff with the Club, the Board does NOT get involved with individual skater/coach relationships – this is a personal relationship to be managed by the skater/parents and the coach.  Having said this, please keep several points in mind:

· Out of courtesy, you should notify your coach at least 24 hours in advance if you cannot make a lesson.  Check with your coach on his/her specific policy for lesson cancellations and how to handle emergency absences to avoid being charged for a lesson you cannot attend.

· If you wish to arrange an ad-hoc lesson with another coach, out of courtesy, you should notify your coach in advance.

· If you feel the need to change coaches, courtesy would dictate an honest conversation with your coach BEFORE approaching another coach. 

· Making the most of your ice time:
· Please be punctual!  Have your skates tied, music in hand and be ready to get on the ice before the zamboni finishes the ice cut.
· Stay on the ice for the entire session.
· Practice what you worked on in your private lesson. If you can’t remember what they are, keep a skating log and write down what your coach told you.
· Practice your Moves in the Field and stroking. It will improve your overall skating. 
· Set short term and long-term goals for yourself. Share those with your coach and parents.
· Know before you skate what you are going to practice for that session
· Have fun! This means working hard as well as enjoying what you are doing. 

· “No Pay / No Ice” – No skater will be allowed on ice without proper ice payments.  For walk-ons, payment is required BEFORE taking the ice.  If you have an extenuating circumstance, please see the Club President.  Barring any such situation, this policy will be enforced.
