Club Members:

Welcome back for another fun year of skating with Thomas Creek Figure Skating Club.  Attached you will find registration materials for the 2010-2011 season.  Registration will take place at the rink at the following times :

1. Tuesday, August 31 at 7am

2. Wednesday, September 1  at 6 pm

Please meet in the bar where we will have a brief meeting, followed by the opportunity to complete forms, and,  of course, write checks (.   The Wednesday registration session is being held during club time, so bring your skater for a walk-on ($18 for one hour, $25 for two) while you do all the paperwork!
Ice fees

You will notice that prices have changed since last year.  The price changes reflect (i) an increase in hourly ice costs that the rink charges the club; and (ii) in the case of Tuesday and Wednesday, more ice time.  Thomas Creek Figure Skating Club is funded entirely by its members.  Like many organizations, we are facing increased expenses.  The rink raised ice rates for this season by $25 per hour, meaning that our costs have increased $4475 this year over last.  Even with the increase in ice fees by the club, our fees do not cover the entire cost of ice to the club.  In an effort to keep fees reasonable, we supplement ice fees with fundraising, income from test sessions and the spring competition, and sponsorship.   Building our membership is the easiest way to reduce costs to each skater, so promoting our club to skaters is an important effort in which all of our members should participate.  Help get the word out about what a great place TCFSC is to skate! 
Walk-ons

New this year is the option for one hour walk-ons (55 minutes to account for the ice cut) for full members, PROVIDED that the member has signed up for either a one-hour or two-hour full-year commitment.  The price of a one hour walk-on will be $16.  In order to keep things relatively simple for the ice monitor, one hour walk-ons will be available for either the first 55 minutes of the session OR the last 55 minutes of the session (in other words, a skater cannot come at any random time).   A skater can choose which half of the session to skate.  All walk-on fees MUST be paid before a skater is allowed on the ice.  Two hour walk-ons are also available for a cost of $32.  If a session is less than two hours, the cost is $24.

Additionally, to keep accurate attendance records, ALL skaters will be required to sign in when taking the ice and sign out when leaving the ice for the day.  A clipboard will be kept at the entrance to the rink.

Ice monitors
Also new this year is a MANDATORY sign-up for ice monitor at registration.  An adult from each skater’s family will be required to sign up for AT LEAST TWO club sessions for each night for which they have registered to act as ice monitor.   Members who have only signed up for a one-hour full-year commitment will be required to have an adult family member be ice monitor for the full two-hour session on the days they have selected.  It is vital that we have an ice monitor each and every session to get the music set up, help the coaches with the playing of music, and keep track of attendance and money collection.  The club loses money if we cannot keep track of walk-ons and attendance.  This is an easy job that requires no special training!  Plus, you get a $5 ice credit for each two-hour session that you work.  Please bring your calendar to the registration session so you can choose your preferred dates.
We look forward to seeing you at one of the registration sessions.  If you are unable to attend one of these sessions, please have all of your forms completed and payment ready at the first session of the new season.  Skaters cannot skate without the completion of the necessary forms and payment.
